Subject: Community Opposes Proposed Casino at Nittany Mall

Dear College Township Council, 
 
Earlier today a news article was published on PlayPennsylvania.com detailing the delays surrounding the 
proposed casino at the Nittany Mall.  This article is available at https://www.playpennsylvania.com/state-
college-casino-delays-licensing-traffic/.  I am also copying the full text of the article below this e-mail so that it 
can be included in the public record as part of the consent agenda for your next upcoming meeting. 
 
I encourage you to review this article closely, as it provides a status update on the casino's licensing process, 
and also a pulse check on the attitudes of our community towards the proposed casino. 
 
Please do everything in your power to prevent the proposed casino from being developed at the Nittany 
Mall.  There are at least three significant things that you can still do that would make a meaningful difference 
with regards to this issue: 
 
1. The Council has the authority to submit a letter to the Pennsylvania Gaming Control Board (PGCB) 
informing them of the overwhelming local opposition to the casino, or even asking them to deny the proposed 
casino's license. 
 
2. The Council has the authority to conduct its own independent impact assessment for the casino and to share 
the findings of that impact assessment with the PGCB for comparison with the results of the initial impact 
report.  I have already shown that the initial impact report likely underreports the level of crime that the 
proposed casino would generate by an order of magnitude, and the initial impact report also completely omits 
the revenue cannibalization that the casino would cause among other local businesses from its economic impact 
analysis.  The proposed casino is projected to draw more revenue to itself each year (i.e. $116 million) than 
Penn State's football program (i.e. ~$100 million), and most of this revenue would be drawn from the local 
community instead of from tourists from across the country.  The economic cannibalization caused by the 
casino in the surrounding community would therefore likely be extensive.  When considering a decision of this 
magnitude, you have a responsibility to obtain an independent analysis of the proposed casino's impacts to the 
community instead of relying on the information from an impact report that was prepared specifically to 
facilitate the approval of the casino's license. 
 
3. The Council has the authority to revoke its prior approval of the casino's land use plan, particularly if that 
approval was granted on the basis of incomplete or materially inaccurate information.  This action by itself 
would be sufficient to stop the development of the proposed casino. 
 
Additionally, I strongly encourage you to conduct a Town Hall meeting to discuss the community's concerns 
about the proposed casino well before the PGCB hears oral arguments regarding the proposed casino's license 
on October 19th.  Such a meeting would give your constituents the opportunity to make their concerns heard, 
and it would also provide you with the opportunity to respond to those concerns directly.  If the casino's 
development is approved, it will be here in our community for a very long time, and your constituents who are 
concerned about the harms that the casino would cause are not going to forget about it once a decision about the 
casino's license has been made.  If you do not provide your constituents with an opportunity to engage with you 
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about the casino while there is still time for the Council to make a difference on this issue, they will have no 
recourse but to make their voices heard at the ballot box.

State College Casino Dealing With Various Reasons 
For Delay 
Written By Erin Flynn Jay on August 15, 2022 

The delay on the proposed State College mini-casino near Penn State is primarily due to a lawsuit by 
Stadium Casino RE, LLC (owned by Cordish Companies) against Ira Lubert and the Pennsylvania Gaming 
Control Board. This lawsuit alleges that Lubert’s bid for a casino license should be disqualified because he 
partnered with other people and groups who were not eligible to participate in the casino license bidding 
process. Oral arguments in the lawsuit were heard in the Commonwealth Court on March 7. The Court has yet 
to rule on this case. 

The PGCB tentatively plans to hear arguments regarding the licensing of the proposed Nittany Mall mini-
casino at its meeting on October 19, 2022. State regulators will likely want some time to deliberate on the 
arguments that are presented at this meeting before voting on the proposed casino’s license. It is most likely that 
they will vote on the license no earlier than their following meeting on November 16, 2022. 

If the PGCB approves the casino’s license, they will offend the majority of the State College community. If they 
deny the casino’s license, they will offend Ira Lubert and his business associates. 

Organizers against the State College speak out 

Andrew Shaffer, a State College resident, is an organizer fighting to stop the casino from getting approval. 

“If the PGCB makes a decision and the court subsequently finds Ira Lubert’s bid to be ineligible, 
then the PGCB would have upset somebody unnecessarily,” Shaffer told PlayPennsylvania. 
“Conversely, if the PGCB delays making a decision about the license until after the court case 
has been decided and the court finds Ira Lubert’s bid to be ineligible, then the PGCB would not 
have to upset anyone because they would no longer have to make any decision about the license 
at all.” 

Traffic study for State College casino ordered 

The PGCB ordered a comprehensive traffic study to be conducted on the three PA mini-casinos that are 
already open to better evaluate the accuracy of the traffic study for the proposed casino at the Nittany Mall. The 
time required to complete this study has extended the timeline for the review of the proposed casino’s license.

During a WPSU interview on December 17, 2021, PGCB representative Doug Harbach said the board was 
reviewing feedback that is sent in regarding the proposed casino to determine what is in the best interest of both 
the local community and also of the Commonwealth. 

Penn State comments on proposed casino 

Penn State University issued this statement for PlayPennsylvania: 

“Decisions on casino locations reside with local municipalities and the Pennsylvania Gaming 
Control Board, which oversees this legal activity for the Commonwealth. As with other business 
endeavors, there are established mechanisms, practices and public input processes in place to 
weigh the benefits and the challenges of any such requests, and we believe these demonstrated 
processes are the appropriate course to take.” 

Hangley Aronchick Segal Pudlin & Schiller attorney Jason Levine who is representing Stadium Casino RE, 
LLC did not return a request for comment. 

Community feedback mostly opposes State College casino 

The community feedback submitted to state regulators is documented on the PGCB’s website, the College 
Township website, and on SayNoCasino.org. 

Shaffer said messages opposing the casino outnumber messages in support by a ratio of nearly 50 to 1. 

“This feedback clearly demonstrates that the community overwhelmingly opposes the 
development of the casino,” said Shaffer. “The extensive research and the 63 letters to the editor 
opposing the casino documented on the Saynocasino’s website categorically refute every 
argument that we have seen to support the casino’s development. They also provide additional 
reasons why the proposed casino would be very destructive to both Penn State and the State 
College community.” 

Shaffer said the PGCB should be wise enough to recognize that they have already approved enough casinos 
throughout Pennsylvania to saturate the state’s gambling market. Opening another new casino in State College 
would primarily cannibalize the revenue of existing PA casinos without adding meaningfully to the state’s take 
of gambling taxes. 

Shaffer said: 

“Beyond increasing gambling addiction, crime, and poverty in Central Pennsylvania without 
providing any significant financial benefit to the state, adding another casino to an already 
saturated market would significantly reduce the individual profitability of each of Pennsylvania’s 
other casinos. This would make it more difficult for these other casinos to continue paying taxes 
while also covering their operating expenses.” 

Bally’s Corporation, the casino operator proposing to develop the casino at the Nittany Mall, has already sued 
the host municipalities of its flagship casinos in Rhode Island.  Bally’s claimed that COVID-mandated 
shutdowns severely limited business and they were over-assessed on taxes. 

Will local opposition stop State College casino? 
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Gambling expansion law in PA opened the door for mini-casinos in 2017. 

Currently, there are three mini-casinos in PA: 

 Live! Casino Pittsburgh 
 Hollywood Casino York 
 Hollywood Casino Morgantown 

Parx’s mini-casino in Shippensburg is scheduled to open in fall 2022. 

Since then, there have been various causes for delays and cancellations for PA mini casinos. However, local 
opposition has not prevented PA mini-casinos from opening. 

The three new mini-casinos contributed to a record-breaking year for the gambling industry in 
Pennsylvania. Revenue for all forms of gambling in Pennsylvania reached over $5 billion for FY 2021/22. It 
marks the first time revenue eclipsed $5 billion for gaming in PA and it far surpassed last year’s record of $3.8 
billion.

To the members of College Township Council:  

As longtime residents of College Township (39+ years), we have seen many changes in our community. But the most 
distressing proposed change—adding the gambling casino to the Nittany Mall—would adversely affect our area far more 
than you might realize.  

An article that appeared on the front page of the New York Times on Sunday, June 5, 2022, presented information that 
you should bear in mind in your decision about the casino.  

I quote verbatim from the article:  

“Evidence from other urban areas suggests that the tax revenue protections of casino companies often prove to be 
overstated, and that the economic benefits of casinos fade over time.”  

“A 2004 study by University of Buffalo researchers found that people who lived within 10 miles of a casino were twice as 
likely to have a gambling problem as those who lived far away.”   

“Economic research has shown that gambling attracts poorer populations.”  

“Casino  companies also rarely meet the revenue targets they present to state regulators when competing for licenses.”  

 
Living in Penn Hills as we do, just off Rt. 26, we travel that road daily to get to work and run errands. With a casino in such 
short proximity, with the easy availability of alcohol as part of the “gambling package,” the running of red lights and 
through stop signs will only increase, and it is already a problem in our area.   

Consider the daycare center on Gerald Street; many parents must use Rt. 26 when they travel to drop off and pick up 
their children. An increase in drunk driving from people leaving the casino is further cause for not allowing it to be placed 
at the mall in College Township.  

In addition, various studies suggest that a casino can have a negative impact on home prices of between -2 and -10 
percent decline in value, with the most credible being a negative decline of 4.6 percent.  

By far, our biggest concern is having such a huge number of college students in the State College area, many of whom 
live in College Township. A casino so close to the University will create the potential for a dramatic increase in both 
gambling addiction and alcohol abuse, along with more illegal drug consumption among this population.  

A gambling casino at the Nittany Mall is, quite simply, a bad idea for all of the above reasons (and for many other reasons 
as well).  

Please be aware that how each one of you proceeds on this issue will also have much bearing on how we, as voters 
opposed to the casino, will react in future College Township elections.  

Do not allow the proposed casino to be added to the Nittany Mall.

Dear Louis and College Township Council,  
 
I am writing about the proposed Casino at Nittany Mall in State College, Pennsylvania. I am a resident of 
College Township.   

First, Penn State students already have a problem with addiction with respect to drinking. The consequences, 
among other things, have led to deaths and high rates of sexual assault.  As I am sure you are aware, the brain 
of young people does not fully mature until their early to mid 20’s. It makes it harder for them to effectively 
evaluate risk and more susceptible to addiction. Offering up a casino 10 minutes’ drive from the Penn State 
campus is going to introduce another opportunity for addiction.  With rising tuition rates, we already have a 
huge number of students who are food insecure and who live in their cars or couch surf.  I would argue that 
MOST of our students cannot handle a gambling habit or addiction.  If Penn State becomes the university of 
drinking and gambling, we will find ourselves falling even further in the big ten rankings, risking our reputation 
as an educational and research institution nationally and internationally.   

Second, I lived in Australia for 16 years where gambling was more common/less controlled.  I saw first-hand 
the impact of gambling on individuals and families.  The people who could least afford to gamble were often 
the most frequent customers.  I saw families break up and parents not be able to provide for their kids or pay 
child support.   You want to locate this casino in central PA, a region hit heavily by opioid addiction and a range 
of diseases of despair.  We know that the pandemic has only worsened these impacts.  Adding easy access to 
gambling is going to further break these already battered communities surrounding State College. 
Development should not make social and economic problems worse – it should be used to improve 
communities.  Preying on Appalachia right now is a bad look.    

With unemployment rates low and plenty of work in the community, the argument that this will bring jobs 
does not make it worth it.  I would also argue that the more affluent members of this community simply won’t 
frequent your casino.  State College is full of highly educated people, a large proportion of which have families.  
Even more so with the recession, but in general these people tend to spend their disposable income on other 
things.   In summary, I can’t think of a worse type of development for Centre County than a casino.  Students

I am writing to implore you to withdraw College Township's support for and approval of 
the planned Nittany Mall casino proposed by SC Gaming OpCo, LLC and its partners.    
 
There are numerous shortcomings in the approval and licensing processes.   
Considerably more scrutiny, disclosure and analysis are needed to understand the 
proposed casino's positive and negative implications for College Township and the 
adjacent communities. 
 
Among other deficiencies, missing is a detailed analysis regarding the potentially 
negative financial and social costs associated with the proposed casino, who may bear 
them, and how they may impact the community over time.  College Township tax 
revenue benefits are highlighted as a compelling driver by the applicant.  No township 
budget allowances, it appears, are planned to address the social services’ support costs 
for the proposed casino's adversely affected customers and other real financial outlays 
likely necessary to deal with an operating casino's impact on the community at-large.   
 
College Township knows well the funding challenges all local governments face in 
providing first responder services, which in Centre County are presently financially 
strained.  It is well documented that those of lower socioeconomic means tend to spend 
proportionally more on gambling and are at greater risk of suffering increased adversity 
from gambling related problems.  This adversity includes social costs like family stress, 
job loss, crime and mental health challenges.  These in turn impose direct and indirect 
economic costs on the broader community in the form of social support costs (food, 
housing, etc.), treatment costs, law enforcement / criminal justice expense, and hospital 
/ EMS expense, among other costs.  Critically, these costs will not be shouldered 
exclusively by College Township – they will be significantly underwritten by the 
neighboring townships and boroughs.  
 
College Township’s approval of this casino will spray costs in the form of direct financial 
expenses and negative social externalities onto neighboring communities.  Approval of 
this casino demands regional buy-in by all the communities and jurisdictions impacted 
by its presence.  Accordingly, ethical governance practices demand College Township 
Council deny this application.

I work in College Township at First National Bank of Lemont, and also spend a significant of 
time in College Township patronizing many businesses, enjoying the beautiful paved trails and 
parks, and reliving many happy memories of the 25 years we lived and raised our 5 children in 
Houserville.  ( I am now a resident of Bellefonte). Along with many others I would like to state 
that I am strongly opposed to the proposed Nittany Mall Casino. I can’t even begin to 
envision such an establishment in College Township, or anywhere in Centre County, and I am 
appalled that it is being considered.  
  
I recently read a great article in The Atlantic written by David Frum, and would like to share an 
excerpt from it that summarizes my sentiments exactly: 
  
“The impact of casinos on neighboring property values is “unambiguously 
negative,” according to the economists at the National Association of 
Realtors. Casinos don’t encourage non-gaming businesses to open nearby, because the 
people who most often visit casinos do not wander out to visit other shops and 
businesses. A casino is not like a movie theater or a sports stadium, offering a time-
limited amusement. It is designed to be an all-absorbing environment that does not 
release its customers until they have exhausted their money. 
  
The Institute for American Values has gathered the best evidence on the social 
consequences of casinos. That evidence should worry any responsible city government.  

People who live close to a casino are twice as likely to become problem gamblers as 
people who live more than 10 miles away. As casinos have become more prevalent, so 
has problem gambling: in some states, the evidence suggests a tripling or even 
quadrupling of the number of problem gamblers.

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While the gaming industry argues that the total number of problem gamblers remains 
small, that small minority is crucial to the industry’s profits: One Canadian study found 
that the 75 percent of casino customers who gamble most casually provide only 4 
percent of casino revenues. A range of studies reviewed by IAV estimated that 
between 40 to 60 percent of casino revenues are earned from problem gamblers. And 
as Amy Zietlow observed in an important study commissioned by IAV, those problem 
gamblers increasingly are drawn from the ranks of the vulnerable elderly. Half of 
casino visitors are over age 50, but casinos market themselves to the over 70 and even 
over 80 market, to whom gambling offers an escape from boredom and loneliness into 
a hypnotic zone of rapid-fire electronic stimuli. 

As casino expansion reaches its limits, the towns and cities that turned to gambling to 
escape their problems may discover that they have accepted a sucker’s bet: local 
economies that look worse than ever, local residents tempted into new forms of self-
destructive behavior, and a dwindling flow of cash to show for it all.”

As a resident in State College for over 18 years, I'm sending this email to express my strong opposition to the 
proposed Nittany Mall Casino. I strongly agree with the following reasons for our opposition to the Proposed 
Nittany Mall Casino: 
1. So much of the State College community is opposed to the development of the proposed 
casino that the casino will not have enough local customers to be profitable. The volunteers who 
collected signatures for the hard-copy petition opposing the casino found that people in our 
community generally oppose the proposed casino by a margin of 9 to 1. Also, most of the people 
who declined to sign the petition did not support the casino either (i.e. they did not care either 
way because they were not planning to go to the casino themselves). The community’s 
overwhelming opposition to the proposed casino is documented on the https://saynocasino.org/ 
website and by the Facebook group opposing the casino. 
2. The gambling market in Pennsylvania is already oversaturated. People who want to gamble 
generally go to whichever casino is closest, so the proposed casino at the Nittany Mall would not 
attract a large number of tourists from out of town. This will limit the casino's revenue to 
whatever it can extract from the local State College community. 
3. Discretionary spending in Central Pennsylvania has been severely reduced by the impacts of 
high inflation. People who are spending their entire budgets on food and fuel do not have money 
left over for gambling. Wage increases are not keeping pace with inflation, which means that 
available discretionary spending in the community is decreasing over time. 
4. Casinos in Pennsylvania are already suffering such severe competition from pervasive skills 
games that they have been forced to undertake an expensive and risky lobbying effort to defend 
themselves. The competition from skills games throughout the entire Central Pennsylvania 
region will further pressure the profitability of a new casino in State College. 
5. Casinos in Pennsylvania are also under severe pressure from online gaming and sports betting 
which will further reduce the profitability of a land-based casino in sparsely populated Central 
Pennsylvania. The sports betting offered at the proposed Nittany Mall Casino will attract only a 
limited number of in-person customers from the local community. Bally’s online options for 
sports betting will have to compete with numerous other online sports betting firms that have 
already become well established while Bally's Corporation has been forced to wait for the 
resolution of the lawsuit against its partner Ira Lubert. Any attempt to break into the 
Pennsylvania online sports betting market at this late juncture would be very expensive and 
likely to fail. 
6. The cost of entry-level labor in State College has increased significantly, with entry-level jobs 
for teenagers at convenience stores now often paying $15 per hour or more (excluding sign-on 
bonuses). The casino will have to offer significantly more than this to attract older and/or more 
experienced employees. If it tries to attract employees from outside the local area, it will need to 
pay a significant wage premium to cover the fuel costs of non-local employees because gas costs

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$5 per gallon. The high wages required to attract enough employees to staff the casino will 
further reduce the casino's profitability. 
7. The cost of electricity in State College recently increased dramatically. A casino is basically a 
warehouse full of computers (i.e. electronic slot machines) with lots of lighting and space 
 
conditioning expenses, and the energy density of most casinos is high (i.e. usually between that 
of a hospital and a supercomputing center). Because the proposed Nittany Mall Casino would 
require so much electricity to operate, the recent increase in local electricity prices will 
significantly increase the costs of operating this casino, and therefore reduce its profitability. 
8. Bally's stock is currently trading at approximately 2/3 of its book value. If the company used 
the money that it plans to spend on developing the Nittany Mall Casino on buying back stock 
instead, it would realize a significant and guaranteed increase in both its book value per share 
and its equity per share. A buyback now would also magnify the increase in the company's 
earnings per share and further drive up its share price once the company later regains 
profitability. A stock buyback now would be more beneficial for all of Bally's stockholders than 
the marginal increase in revenue that the proposed Nittany Mall Casino would generate. 
9. Bally's is currently pursuing a $1.7 billion destination casino in Chicago that will be much 
more profitable than the proposed casino in State College could ever be. The company is 
currently selling its land assets and forgoing the inflation-driven increase in property values that 
it could have easily accrued from them to fund this development. The company should focus its 
attention and resources on the lucrative Chicago market with its millions of customers instead of 
being distracted by a side-show $120 million mini-casino in sparsely populated Central 
Pennsylvania. 
10. Any other arguments that you find compelling might prick the conscience of at least one of 
Bally's senior leaders. Many such arguments are highlighted on the https://saynocasino.org/ 
website and in the Facebook group opposing the proposed casino. Many other compelling 
arguments against the casino were also provided in the public feedback that was submitted to the 
Pennsylvania Gaming Control Board, and these same arguments can be easily updated for 
submission to Bally’s senior leaders.

In my opinion, the 
gambling industry is not a productive industry. It doesn’t create wealth, it transfers it. 
  
The gambling industry tends to concentrate wealth into a relatively small number of people. This wealth is 
gathered from a much larger segment of the community. Many members of this larger segment are those who 
can ill afford to transfer money to someone else without having a tangible benefit to show for it.  
  
There are numerous health care concerns that attend gambling. Gambling has been recognized as an addiction 
and the addiction as an illness. The illness has psychological and physical complications. Like other forms of 
addiction, negative aspects of the addiction are not limited to the addicted. Families bear the brunt of the 
consequences of addiction. Frequently, people outside of the addicted person’s family also suffer the deleterious 
effects of the illness. Studies have shown that gambling addicts have a higher incidence of violent behavior than 
non-addicts. 
  
Addiction problems end up in health care sooner or later. As a nurse who works locally, I can assure you that 
we do not need more reasons for hospitalization for psychiatric disorders and physical maladies. It would be 
irresponsible for local authorities to add to the health care burden we face. 
  
I have included links to two health care references for gambling addiction. I urge you to read them before 
making any decision to invite a casino into our region. Please note that the first is from the Mayo Clinic, an 
internationally recognized medical institution. The second is an abstract for a meta-analysis of gambling 
violence. Interesting to note that this abstract alludes to frequent relationships between gambling addiction and 
other societal and psychiatric problems.

The 
clear majority of the social science literature (some referenced below in my March letter to then-PSU president 
Barron) points to this. The most worrisome data concludes that: 
- there is up to a 3:1 cost/benefit ratio when new casinos enter a community, and most of these costs are born by 
the community as a whole. 
- crime rates grow around 9% in new casino locales, which includes both violent and nonviolent crime. 
- college students and teens are experiencing an epidemic of gambling and gambling addiction. 
 
While I am still shocked that the council approved the request last year with almost no public feedback, zero 
transparency about the process, and (most importantly) no consideration of the social impact on our community, 
it is not too late to reverse course.

Dear President Barron, 

I am writing in response to a recent open letter published on StateCollege.com urging you to speak out against 
the proposed casino at the Nittany Mall. I would like to add my voice as a new faculty member, educator, 
parent, and community member. 

We moved to State College in summer 2020, lured by the university’s commitment to research and education 
and because we saw Happy Valley as a quality community in which to raise our two school-age children. Last 
summer, my elderly mother joined us in order to have more support in this stage of her life, and she was 
likewise charmed by the pastoral setting, public safety, and community stability that we enjoy here.  

In December, I was shocked to learn that the College Township board had approved an investor’s proposal to 
take over part of the Nittany Mall to build a casino. As I noted at the time in my email to the PA Gaming

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Commission opposing this move, the mall houses a county-sponsored senior activity center (which my mother 
attends regularly to play games and socialize), and it also serves as an informal exercise track for families and 
individuals during the cold winter months. Placing a casino there would ruin the community functions of the 
mall and directly endanger those populations that regularly use it.  

More broadly, a casino anywhere in State College and the surrounding hamlets would pose a significant and 
irreversible threat to our community’s public health and social welfare. As I read the minutes of the College 
Township meetings where this proposal was discussed and approved, I was puzzled to see that there was no 
substantive engagement with the very real social costs that this casino would impose on the city and its 
residents. Instead, the questions posed were entirely banal, including what kind of landscaping would be 
provided, the size of the parking lot, and how large the entry overhang would be.  

Why did the township officials not raise pertinent, evidence-based questions about the impact of the casino 
on our community? Surely a town that houses the flagship state university could harness the power of 
scholarly research to better understand the risks and challenges of bringing a casino into the community. Since 
the township did not do so, I urge you as the university president, with a tremendous responsibility not only to 
the students, staff, and faculty of Penn State and their families, but also to the surrounding community, to 
respond to the evidence and oppose this casino. 

Although this is far from my field of expertise (I am a historian of the Middle East), I spent a couple of hours on 
my Saturday morning reviewing the scholarly literature on casinos and their economic and social costs to the 
communities in which they are built. The literature is very uneven in time, scope, and method, but the overall 
assessment is clear and demands that we oppose this proposed casino for the short-, medium-, and long-term 
health of our community, our students, and our collective future. 

The five main points are bolded, with relevant quotes and citations following. 

  

1 – The Economic Benefits are Minimal to Nonexistent 

While casinos are lucrative investments for the owners [due to the laws of probability, i.e., the house 
always wins], the wider economic benefits that are promised have not materialized in communities across 
the country. (There are possibly greater economic benefits in regions that allow multiple casinos to enter or 
in casino resorts due to scale and market size, but not in single-casino locations.) 

“During the campaigning stage of the legalization of gaming, tourism development and economic growth were 
used as the “hook” for residents’ affirmative votes. As indicated by Hsu (1998), the economic impact of a 
riverboat casino in southeastern Iowa was limited. Economic indexes showed that the economic conditions of 
those communities seemed to be a reflection of the overall state economy, not the presence of the riverboat 
casino.”

2 – The Socioeconomic Costs Far Outweigh Any Benefits 
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There is a clear assessment that the social welfare, public health, and community-born costs of operating a 
casino are far higher than the minimal economic benefit they bring. Notably, these costs are not born by the 
casino investors nor by the casino customers, but by all of us. 

“Based on available numbers, costs [of allowing casinos] exceed benefits by a factor of more than 3:1.” This 
includes the social costs of crime, business and employment costs, suicide, illness, social service costs, direct 
regulatory costs, family costs, and abused dollars.

“The weight of the empirical evidence suggests that casinos do in fact impose negative social costs on surrounding 
communities, most notably, an increased prevalence of property and violent crime.”

“Upon careful review, the overwhelming body of research, indicates legalized gambling to impose more costs 
than any perceived benefit. In fact, tabulation of all external costs borne by society, proves the cost exceed 
the benefits of gambling by a ratio of two-to-one.”

3 – Specific Social Problems [Crime, Bankruptcy, Suicide, Compulsive/Pathological Gambling] Increase with 
Casinos 

There is empirical correlation of statistically significant higher levels of a number of specific social problems 
in casino locales – most notably, crime, bankruptcy, suicide, and mental health gambling issues that 
contribute to additional ills such as domestic abuse. These are not community “fears” or “anecdotal 
evidence,” but widespread and documented problems. 

“The results suggest that the effect on crime is low shortly after a casino opens, and grows over time. Roughly 
8% of crime in casino counties in 1996 was attributable to casinos, costing the average adult $75 per year.”

4 – Seniors and Low-Income Households are at risk 

The consensus of the scholarship is that gambling disproportionately attracts lower-income populations 
including seniors on fixed incomes. Likewise, gambling problems disproportionately affect these classes. 

“The most dramatic increase in lifetime gambling occurred in the 65+ age group, from 35% of older adults to 
80% .  lower-income households spend proportionately more of their money on gambling than higher-income 
households. Given that some gambling revenue goes to the government (e.g., lotteries), these data encourage 
the view that gambling expenditures represent a regressive tax. Poverty often is associated with increased 
financial risk-taking, perhaps because of the psychoeconomics of gambling.”

5 – Teens and College Students are Particularly Vulnerable 

It is no wonder that the investors would like to place their casino near Penn State University, as studies of 
gambling on other college campuses have found that the vast majority of students have gambled, with 
significant numbers of them gambling on a regular basis.

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Moreover, there are a number of recent studies on teens and college students and the “epidemic” of 
gambling that outline the clear danger to individual students and to the student body as a whole. Habitual 
gambling among teens leads to a number of social problems, including alcohol and drug abuse, negative 
learning outcomes, eating disorders, and more.

This corrected copy is provided since Mr. Glantz was not listed as College Township 
Solicitor on the township's website.  Additionally, his corrected email address is provided 
above. 
 
It is not a matter of asking the Pennsylvania Gaming Control Board (PGCB) what your options are.  I 
could do that -- in fact, I did. 
 
At your August 18 College Township council meeting, rather than discussing the proposed casino 
after the Council Chair described the extensive casino-related correspondence listed in the Consent 
Agenda, you all chose to not pull and discuss any of that community input that was sent directly to 
each and every one of you.  Please do not think your constituents were not aware that self-
imposed silence was agreed upon in advance by members of Council prior to the meeting. 
 
When College Township Solicitor Louis Glantz asks the PGCB about the way ahead on the 
casino, it is important to not just ask "Regarding the proposed casino, please advise what options 
College Township government now has?"  I think anyone could accomplish that, but nobody has. 
 
There is only one acceptable question the College Township Solicitor should ask the PGCB, and it 
is quoted below: 
 

"Please advise if College Township can rescind their initial decision to not opt-out 
from having a casino in the township's jurisdiction?

On August 1, 2022, the Pennsylvania Gaming Control Board (“PGCB” or “Board”) received your 
request for documents pursuant to the Pennsylvania Right-To-Know Law (“RTKL”) 65 P.S. 
§67.101 et seq.  A copy of your request is attached for reference.   
 
Specifically, you requested: “A copy of the section of the Pennsylvania Race Horse Development 
and Gaming Act ("Act") or any other applicable Pennsylvania regulation that specifically states 
that once a municipality has chosen to not opt-out of the siting of a Category 4 facility within that 
municipality, that decision is final and may not be later rescinded by the municipality.  
 
Additionally, please provide an official reference showing that when a municipality properly chose 
to not opt-out of the siting of Category 4 facility and did so prior to the 12/31/2017 deadline, that 
they may not later rescind that decision for any reason prior to the PGCB voting to approve a 
Category 4 casino license application for a casino withing the municipality's jurisdiction.

AP 2016-0705 (holding that a request seeking rules, regulations, and 
guidelines for a housing program, impermissibly sought legal research).  See also Nye v. 
Halifax Sch. Dist., OOR Dkt. AP 2016-0638 (seeking the law, rule, policy, procedure etc. 
specifically cited, and copied, that substantiates a superintendent’s statement at a 
referenced meeting.) 

 
• Please review the links below to the Gaming Act and the Board’s Regulations, which 

provide all requirements of licensure in the Commonwealth, which should help you 
conduct your research:

• Also, the RTKL is a mechanism to seek records from a Commonwealth Agency.  You 
have not identified or described any records which you are requesting, as required by 
Section 703 of the RTKL, rather, you are asking a question. The Office of Open Records 
(“OOR”), as well as, the Commonwealth Court have found that requests to answer 
questions are not proper for a RTKL request.  See Gingrich v. Pennsylvania Game 
Commission, 1254 CD 2011(citing to Pennsylvania Turnpike Commission v. Murphy, 25 
A.3d 1294 (Cmwlth. Ct. 2011) (finding questions do not trigger a response under the 
RTKL).  See also Richard Frame v Menallen Township Sewage Authority, OOR Dkt. AP 
2011-1678.
